


EVENT RULES AND REGULATIONS
The purpose of the exposition is to enable registrants to see, visit and learn the latest development in the card 
technology and services furnished to the IT industry and also provide the opportunity to discuss these developments 
and other new opportunities with personnel of the exhibitor companies. These rules and regulations constitute an 
essential part of the contract for the exhibit space.

1. EXPOSITION MANAGEMENT - Organizer shall mean Egytec Engineering; Customer shall mean any person or persons, 
firm or company, their employees or agents, or contractors applying for and being allotted space or other services; Contract
shall mean these rules and regulations together with the official application form signed for and on behalf of the organizers; 
Event shall mean the event stated on the face of the contract or invoice form; Space shall mean the area in the event building 
applied for by or allotted to the customer. Exposition Management reserve the right to render all interpretations and to establish 
further regulations as my be deemed necessary for the general success of the event and/or is in violation of this contract or any 
rules and regulations now or hereafter in effect. 

2.APPLICATION FOR SPACE AND ALLOTMENTS - Application for space must be made on the official contract, all sections of 
which must be completed and signed for and on behalf of the customer and the allotment of space by the organizers shall 
constitute a contract subject to these Rules and Regulations. Charges for space are stated overleaf and maybe subject to 
alteration, The customer shall occupy the space allocated to him exclusively as notified on the contract. The Customer may not 
assign, sublet or grant licenses in respect of any part of the space allotted to him nor may he advertise firms who are not a party 
to the contract.

3.ABANDONMENT AND LIMITATION - (a) In the event of abandonment, postponement or cancellation of the event for any 
reason or limitation of the use of the Event premises or of any of the services provided therein resulting from circumstances
beyond the control of the Organizers or intervention by an outside authority or by a decision found necessary by the Organizers, 
the customer shall have no claim against the organizers in respect of loss, delay, costs, expenses, monies, or damage and the
Customers liability under this contract shall not be reduced; (b) The Organizers reserve the right to alter the layout of the event 
in any respect and at any time. Should it be necessary to rearrange the event or transfer it to another location, the Organizers 
shall be entitled to allot alternative space to the customer as the Organizers may determine. They will adjust the cost of the space 
as necessary for the Customer if the space is affected by such alteration but will not be liable to make any further payment or 
compensation and the Customer will not be entitled to withdraw from the contract.      

4.REFUND POLICY - Exhibitors canceling more than three months (3) months prior to the event shall forfeit fifty percent (50%) 
of the total rental, while exhibitors canceling less than three (3) months prior to the events shall receive no refund and pay full 
rental.

5.RISK & INSURANCE - Exhibitor shall carry its own insurance. Exhibition Management and the exhibition facility 
assume no responsibility for the safety of the properties of the exhibitor, its offices, agents or employees from theft, 
damage by fire, accident or any other cause whatsoever, and the exhibitor a\expressly agrees to save and hold harmless 
Exposition Management and the exhibition facility and their respective management, agents and employees from any and 
all liability resulting from injuries or damage to exhibitor, its agents, employees and attendees, persons and/or properties 
with the exhibitor's use of the space.

6. FAILURE TO OCCUPY  SPACE - If the exhibitor does not occupy the space contracted and paid for during the exposition, 
Exposition Management shall have the right and privilege to use such space as they see fit without any obligation of returning any 
amount paid.

7. BUILDING OCCUPANCY - Exposition Management will not be liable for the fulfillment of this contract as to the delivery of 
exhibit space if non-delivery is due to any of the following causes: By reason of the facility being damaged or destroyed by fire, 
act of God, public enemy, war or strikes, the authority of the law, postponement or cancellation of the exhibition, or for any cause 
beyond their control. It will, however, in the event of it not being able to hold an exhibit for any of the above names reasons 
reimburse exhibitor on a prorate basis on any amount paid, less any legitimate expenses incurred, such as, but not limited to 
rent, advertising, salaries, operating costs.

8. ADDITIONAL SERVICES AND CHARGES - The Organizers reserve the right to make additional charges to the Customer 
equal to any amount charged to them for any services supplied whether specifically ordered or not. The Organizers accept no 
responsibility for quality or standard or breakdown or failure of any of the services provided for or in connection with the Event.   

9. PAYMENT - Payment for the service contained on invoices/ remittance advises must be made in accordance with the dates 
specified.
Payment in respect of withdrawal as detailed in Clause 6 above or additional charges are detailed in Clause 7 above must be 
made within 30 days of date of invoice. In the case of non-payment of monies due for space by the contracted date, the 
Organizers reserve the right to consider the contract to be canceled and all monies paid forfeited.

10. EXHIBITOR SERVICE MANUAL  - Organizers will furnish an Exhibitor Service Manual to the Exhibitor prior to the show. 
This manual will include specifications for electricity, lighting, water, carpeting, furniture, telephones, etcc. This manual is to be 
read carefully by the exhibitor.

11. EXCLUSION OF PERSONNEL - The Organizers reserve the right to exclude or remove from the Event any person or persons 
whose presence is or is likely to be undesirable. The Organizer may exercise the rights notwithstanding that any person is the 
agent to the Customer or is otherwise in any way connected with the Customer.

12. EXHIBITS - The exhibits on display must be fairworthy quality, properly labeled and must comply with the Rules and 
Regulations of this Contract. The Customer must undertake responsibility for compliance with the Trade Descriptions Act and the 
Sales of Goods Act and all environmental regulations and other relevant Acts.

13.  INSTALLATION & DISMANTLING - The specific requirements as to time for installation and dismantling of exhibits shall 
be as set forth in the Exhibitor Service Manual supplied to each exhibitor. Such requirements shall be binding upon the licenses as 
though fully set forth herein..

14. This agreement shall be governed according to the laws of Egypt.
